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RABBI'S MESSAGE

Field of Dreams

This year our transition from mourning to consolation is a swift one as the aura of yom naw is
already upon us as soon as axNa Nywn wanes. May this be an omen for the approaching nouxa!
How indeed do we so suddenly transform our sorrow into comfort? Is the mere reciting of the
prophecy of yryer, and its promise of »ny ym ypm. Hashem™s doubly comforting us. enough to
ward off all of the grief we just experienced on axa nywn?

The nwna begins with a seemingly tragic tale. that of wan nwn’s unrequited plea to enter NN
SN, Nwn, we are told. prayed 515 mb»an, prayers. equivalent to the »vmy of the word JanmNo.
What did he think. didn’t Hashem already swear that he would not allow him to enter the land?
Hashem finally confronts nen and tells him to desist, 2w 227 90w Sx 75 37 It is foo much for
vou,do not speak to me further. e informs us that Hashem forbade nwn to continue. “lest
people say the Master is unduly harsh and the student is unduly persistent™! Is that the only
reason?! Wasn’t it the fact that Hashem was unwilling to relent on His oath that made nwn’s
prayers an exercise in futility and therefore purposeless? What meaning would there be in such a
noran?

The o*nvn Sva reveals a fascinating detail as to the nature of »an nwn’s prayer. The word
Voo, and I implored. is numerically equal to the word nw. song! The manner in which nwn
“begged” of Hashem was through the singing of nw! Was he trying to “‘serenade™ Hashem into
conceding?

N, song. is the expression of ones most heartfelt emotions. When one is deeply connected to
someomne. an idea or a place. upon encountering that object of ones desire one breals out in
spontaneous song.
